In celebration of this true community-building effort in our Harlem neighborhood, this free event will bring together students from The City College, garden volunteers, local community residents, and church congregants from St. Luke’s Episcopal Church, Grace Congregational Church and St. Phillips Episcopal Church.  Through invitations and local publicity, City Agriculture Network anticipates over 100 attendees. 
 
The picnic will begin at noon, following an outdoor service by the Rev. Johan Johnson of St. Luke’s from 10:30 to 11:30. The healthy meal, prepared by volunteers and local chef, Jermaine Jonas, will showcase the garden’s vegetables. The event will last until 4:00, with several musical guests interspersed between opportunities for community leaders and special guests to share their thoughts about healthy living in Harlem.
